In the midst of this, thousands of people have been 
saved, entirely unreached areas have been opened, and light shines where 
darkness ruled.

W ind, Rain, Mud, & Cold:  Such were the conditions of the 
recent crusade held on a mountain top that is literally 

translated, The Place of Favor.  Thousands of people hiked up the 
mountain to attend the crusade, hear the word of God and to 
receive God’s favor through salvation.
