The next morning as I was praying, the 
sound of the earthquake roared underneath me as the building began to 
shake.  Symbolically, I believe the earthquake was representative of walls 
being destroyed and greatest open doors we have yet experienced.

Last month four armed men 
broke into our compound 
after holding a pistol to the 
head of the gate guard, 
forcing him to open the gate 
at 3:00 AM.  In the past 
several months there has not 
been a week in which there 
has not been a significant 
security incident within our 
compound or immediately 
in front of the compound. 

Between April and July 1994, as many as 
one million people were killed in the 
genocide.  For over two years following the 
genocide, we conducted a series of crusades 
in Rwanda and the refugee camps located in 
Zaire, which is now Democratic Republic 
of the Congo.   We estimate that well over 
100,000 people responded to the salvation 
invitations during the crusades.
