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R EGIONS BEYOND:  I have just completed a series of 
ministries in an Islamic country that is open to the gospel.  

Government leaders welcomed us and granted permission to preach 
open air salvation meetings, to teach and give salvation invitations 
over the radio and to minister Jesus to prisoners.  This is without doubt 
the most astounding window of opportunity I have seen since the doors 
were opened in the Soviet Union which lasted only a few years.  
Radical Islamic movements are also taking root in the same places that 
are currently open for the gospel. 

N ew churches in Adillo:  Following the pastors conference and 
evangelism in Sidamo, we traveled another full day into one of 

our newest areas of ministry in which new churches are being 
established as quickly as pastors can be trained.  We are currently 
offering a seminary program and degree for those interested in going 
into ministry.  The first seminary graduation will be in May 2007. 

T ime of revival in Sidamo:  It is often not easy to reach places 
where revival is taking place.  Two days of driving led us a 

nondescript village located deep in the mountains and far removed 
from the amenities of modern life.  Thousands of people walked up 
to twenty miles to attend the outdoor evangelism services.  Life 
expectancy is forty nine years and falling and over twenty percent 
of children will not see their fifth birthday.  In this setting people 
turn their hearts and hopes to eternal life. Thousands respond to gospel 

I slamists Saved:  With a mosque within sight, a group of Islamists were 
saved through the ministry of one of our evangelists in the town of 

Adillo.  All of the men are from a nearby town that has no Christian 
church.  The evangelist has begun a meeting in the Islamic town with the 
men pictured to the left as the basis for a new church.
